Instructions

These instructions are written using the Microsoft Word 2003. Other later or earlier versions of the Microsoft Word can also be used while preparing the manuscript. This file could be used as a template for preparation of the paper. 

The length of the manuscript should not exceed 4 two-column pages of A4 format for participating PhD students and 6-8 two-column pages for invited speakers. The page setup is as follows: top margin 2.5cm, bottom margin 2.5cm, left margin 2cm and right margin 1.5cm. Please, do not number the pages.

The header and the footer should be 1cm each. The contact information of the authors should be written in the footer of the first page.
Paper Attributes

Font and Styles
It is recommended to use Times New Roman font. Sev-eral styles for different sections of the paper are supplied. All the styles employ single-spaced paragraphs, 3 pt before and after the paragraph, with the first line indented 0.5cm from the left side. The title, authors, table and figure cap-tions are centered. Headings of level 1 and 2 should be left aligned. References should be numbered using "Number-ing" in square brackets and have the first line indentation of 0cm and hanging of 0.6cm. The font size and appearance for the styles to be used in the manuscript are shown in Table I. 

The authors are kindly requested to use the predefined styles. Please pay attention to the language, employing UK spell checker and hyphenation. 

The whole paper should be written in two columns (width of each column is 8.5cm and distance between them 0.5cm). Please, equalize the length of the columns on the last page of your paper. 

Tables and figures should be centered in columns or if their width exceeds the column width they could be spread over the whole page. Table captions should be above the table as shown in Table I. Figure caption should be written under the figure itself as shown for Figs.1 and 2. Equations should be centered and numbered flush right using tabs, as in Eqn.1,

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First A. Author should include biography at the end of the paper.
